From Den’s Pen: 
 
 In his letter to the believers in Colossae, the 
Apostle Paul reminds them of the “hope laid up 
for [them] in heaven” (Colossians 1.5, NRSV).  
Interestingly enough, this hope is not some 
vague wish that things will be better in the 
future; it is a hope that sustains them in the 
present, assured of an actual salvation (already 
“laid up for them”) at the end of time. 
 
 And in verse 27, Paul uses the phrase,  
“… Christ in you, the hope of glory.”  This 
hope, once embodied by Jesus as he walked on 
this earth, is now present in you. . .because 
Christ is in you! 
 
 You don’t know how grateful I am that you 
stuck with me during the sermon, “Why I 
Believe in Reincarnation.”  But I was referring 
to the same thing:  Jesus Christ wants to be 
reincarnated in you. . .because that is what will 
give hope to those around you. 
 
 When I was about eight years old, I made a 
commitment to Christ.  As one person put it:  
“Give as much of yourself as you can to as much 
of Christ as you can understand.”  I did that.  
And in the months and years that followed, I 
learned more about Jesus Christ, and I 
experienced growth.  I actually developed a 
relationship with God—one that came by faith.  
As I read the Bible and other books written by 
Christians, I shared my thoughts with the Lord 
(we call it prayer) and attempted to make 
changes in the way in which I lived. 
 
 But as I faced misunderstandings, loss of 
relationships, financial hardships, and loneliness, 
it wasn’t a belief system that kept me going; it 
was the Presence of the Living Lord. 
 
 To whom might God want you to bring hope 
that would help them make it through the 
difficult times?  A neighbor, a work colleague, a 
classmate, a friend, an acquaintance.  Remember 
Paul:  “… Christ in you, the hope of glory.”
